If you are unable to walk the 1.6 mile route, you are 

welcome to join us for the hymn and benediction at the individual altars. The addresses are listed on the map.  

Estimated time of arrival at the Pink Sisters’ Chapel is 9:45. Donuts and bottled water will be available outdoors.
